The Daily Group is the painting
contractor for the job, and they will post notices on the doors of the homes prior to
beginning their work. They begin by first pressure washing the buildings to prepare
the surface. They then tape off the windows, etc. and paint the exterior surfaces.
Please make sure that you move your cars away from the buildings and carports
during this time in order to protect your vehicles. The carport ceilings cannot be

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The vinyl siding is being removed and replaced in several areas where it is damaged. 727'726'0233 e
Over time we hope to remove all the vinyl siding, but for now due to budget TARPON SPRINGS, FL

restraints, we are just removing the damaged vinyl siding. We are using Hardie Board :
siding to replace the T1-11 wood product under the vinyl siding if needed. Hardie

Board was decided upon due to its ease of painting, its rot and insect resistance, its ]

fire resistance, and its storm resistance.

We have completed our bids for vinyl patio fences, and work will commence on that
project in about 6 weeks, or early to mid December. There are 26 fences that will be
replaced. See the attachment for a complete list of the fences that will be replaced ; 4 &Y 1
this year. The remaining patio fences will be scheduled for replacement next year. ' The Daly Group work trailer
